SUBJECT:  Two (2) eye witness incidents


Missing person case, Haleigh Ann-Marie Cummings, Age 5 

Satsuma, Florida

Dear Mr. NeJame:

My name is Teresa L. Knight. My husband and I, reside in Grovetown, Georgia. We have been encouraged by a research team to inform you of two separate eye witness incident's that may provide some clues to the disappearance of Haleigh Ann-Marie Cummings.  

The first incident, I witnessed alone.  The second incident was witnessed by my both me and my husband.  The two separate incidents were reported to authorities involved in the Haleigh Cummings case.  Details of each are provided below.

Incident 1 

On February 10, 2009, at approximately 2:30 P.M. when I entered the Goodwill Emporium, located at, 1177 Knox Avenue, North Augusta, S.C. I was in the store no longer than five minutes, looking at shoes displayed at the front of the store, when I heard a women enter the store, whose voice sounded like a member of my daughters' immediate family.  I did not turn to look at this woman until I heard her mention the name, (pronunciation), Haylee.  At this point, I turned to look and noticed that she was not anyone I knew, but it was quite uncanny, that her voice and accent seemed identical to my daughter’s family member.  I noticed she had a younger male and female with her.
The older woman appeared to be approximately, 5'5 to 5'8, 195 to 220 lbs.  She had shoulder length, dirty blonde hair, coarse in appearance, possibly due to coloring.  I didn't realize, until later, the woman was wearing a pair of white leather tennis shoes that looked brand new.  The reason I noticed her shoes is, last summer, I gave shoes to the Goodwill in Evans, GA that appeared to be exactly like the ones she was wearing.
I continued shopping and tried not to overhear the older woman’s' conversation to the younger female.  It seemed that she and her companions were always in close proximity to where I was shopping in the store.  The older woman's voice was rather loud and slightly deep so it carried, to where others around her could hear most of what she was saying.  She spoke with what I consider to be a Floridian accent.  The older woman was extremely excited and talkative.
I looked at the shoes and then went to the children’s clothing.  I was looking all through the children’s clothing, but mainly in girls' sizes 4-7, and girls' 10-14.  While I was looking at the girl's clothing, sizes 10-14, I glanced up to face the younger female, eye to eye.  I noticed she had brown eyes, was slim and approximately 5'3 to 5'5, and had dark brown hair, right below her shoulders.  Her skin tone was medium to dark, and she had a squared jaw-line.  She looked anxious, almost fearful.  She was looking at the 4-6x, children's clothing rack.  She went to another rack behind me and began speaking to the older woman.  I thought I heard her say the name Tina or Trina.  I continued to move down into the men's clothing when, I heard the older woman speaking to someone near the register.  She began talking about being approved to keep foster children in her home, and completed the foster parenting classes so that she could keep a relatives child.  The woman went on to explain how the child had special needs, due to her parent's being on drugs, and the child being shook.  She also stated that the child's parents were just not ready to be parents and they both came from broken homes.  The woman stated that this child had a sibling.  She had been asked to keep the sibling as well, but for now, this child was going to be all she could handle.  She went on to say, her children were grown, and she was not use to having little ones around.  The woman also said, she might take the other one later, and she had been approved to keep up to five children in her home.  The older women stated how she would love it, if they had a thrift store, or Goodwill store, where she lived.  Someone asked where she was from and she stated, Jacksonville, Florida.
As the older woman stood in the checkout line, the younger female and male were standing near the front of the register, where the glass case was located.  The younger guy was slim built, brown hair, approximately 5'10 to 6' tall.  He seemed irritated and called the younger female over to him.  He was starring at everyone around so I tried to keep my back to him.  

The older woman was at the register paying for items she had bought, when the younger woman made her way to the register and stood beside the older woman.  The older woman pointed to some shoes that were on the shoe rack and asked the younger female if she thought Haylee would like those shoes.  The younger woman replied back, yes, she would.  The older woman appeared to be speaking to the cashier and stated, she would be back to buy more things and explained she was in the area due to medical issues.  She would be in and out for the next two weeks.  I left the store, a few minutes after the women and her two younger companions had left.  I was in the store approximately an hour and forty minutes.
I did not realize that the child, Haleigh Cummings was missing until I heard it on the news three to four days later.  I called the Putnam County Sheriff Office to report the incident on February 15, 2009 at approximately 11:00 a.m.  I was transferred to whom I am assuming was Detective Cone.  I told the detective about the incident that occurred on February 10, 2009 at the Goodwill Emporium.  I stated to the detective that what I had to report may not be relevant to the Cummings case but it seemed too coincidental to disregard.  
The detective asked me questions regarding the individuals that I saw in the store. She also corrected two of the statements I had given her.  

Statement 1:  I reported that the woman said “…..the child had special needs   “The detective said that the child did not have special needs.  She may have had medical issues, but not a disability.  
Statement 2:  The second statement made by the detective was inserted after giving information of the older female stating, she was going to be a foster parent to a relative’s child.  The detective stated something to the effect of, the woman's planning on adopting, right?  At first I said, yes but then corrected it by stating that the woman only stated she was going to be a foster parent.  She never stated she was going to adopt this child but did imply it was long term, by stating she might take the other child later.  
The detective thanked me for calling. I thanked her for her time.
Several weeks later, after watching the news for updates regarding the Haleigh Cummings disappearance, I decided to call and report the above incident to another agency.  I could not remember if I had mentioned to the Putnam County detective, that the older woman had stated she was from Jacksonville, Florida.  I also thought that the mother, Crystal Sheffield resembled the younger female I saw at the Goodwill store.  
I placed a call on March 14, 2009 to the tip line number given on one of the news stations.  I gave the tip line operator all of what I had reported to the Putnam County detective, plus the additional information stated above.  The woman from the tip line number gave me a case identification number to call back for updates or to add any additional information I might have.  

I called back the following Monday, March 16, 2009, to obtain information on which law enforcement office I had called and to ask if they would forward the report to other agencies.  I was informed by a gentleman who answered the phone that I needed to call the county where the child was abducted.  I explained to the gentleman that this was a number that had been flashed across the screen on a news station covering the Cummings Case.  I also told him I was given a case identification number by someone within his agency and was told I could call back for updates or to add any additional information I might have regarding this case.  He then informed me that I should have never been assigned a case number and advised me to either call my local law enforcement agency or call Putnam County.  I asked for his suggestion on who I should call.  He suggested I contact a law enforcement agency in my area.  After speaking with the gentleman from the Dade County hotline I contacted Sergeant Brandon Thacker with the Criminal Investigation Division of Grovetown, Georgia, located at: 306 E. Robinson Ave., Grovetown, GA.  I met with Sergeant Thacker on March 16, 2009, at approximately11:00 a.m., reporting to him what I had reported to Putnam County and the Dade County tip line.  I told Sgt. Thacker that my sister, Mrs. Terri Aillet, had been researching the family and found that several of the family members had relatives in and around the Augusta, GA. area.  I added Mrs. Aillet’s contact information to the report as well.
Sergeant Thacker began a report and had me to write out a statement.  He also placed a call to Putnam County Sheriff's Office and asked to speak with the main, lead detective over the Haleigh Cummings investigation.  At this point Sergeant Thacker had the call on speaker phone.  Sergeant Thacker was told that the lead investigator over the case was not available but they would put him thru to a detective working on the case.  Sergeant Thacker relayed to Detective Cone, what I had told him.  She asked him to pick up the phone, which he did.  His phone was turned up to where I could hear bits and pieces of the conversation.  Sergeant Thacker repeated certain names that Detective Cone was stating.  I wrote down names that I heard repeated.  The names stated were: Nettles, Griffis and Sapp.  After Sergeant Thacker finished speaking with Detective Cone, he had me to complete a written statement, and sent the report to Putnam County Sheriff's Office.  He gave me one of his cards and told me that Detective Cone and Detective Julie Walker were working the Cummings case and one of them would probably call me with additional questions.  I have never heard from either detective and assumed the report was not relevant to the Cummings Case.
Incident 2

The second incident occurred on April 26, 2009 at approximately 6:30 to 7:00 p.m. at the Tiger Express, located off of Highway 278 at 208 Railroad Avenue in Brunson, South Carolina.  My husband and I were returning to our home in Georgia after spending the day at Hunting Island, South Carolina.  We pulled in at the Tiger Express to put fuel in the car.  I got out of the car and was headed to the restroom.  I went to the other side of the store entrance to bypass the people standing at the door that was closer to our vehicle.  As I approached the front of the store I noticed a four door, champagne colored vehicle, parked in front of the pumps.  A white female was pumping gas and a little girl with long, blonde curly hair was with her.  I was approximately 20 feet from where the child and woman were standing.  The child looked like the missing child, Haleigh Cummings.  I stood in front of the store, trying to get a better view of this child.  The child was approximately four feet tall and weighed approximately 40 lbs.  I could not see if the child had a birth mark on her cheek and did not see her eye color.  The child appeared healthy and happy.  After a few minutes, I noticed a man in the back seat of the vehicle. When I looked at him, he had a startled look on his face and quickly turned towards the woman and child.  He placed his left arm on the back of the seat of the front passengers’ seat and positioned his body where no one could see the child.  He was talking to the woman who was pumping gas.  I went to the bathroom inside the store, and as I was coming out of the door, noticed the man was making the child get in the floor board of the back seat.  I saw the top of the child's head as the man swung around to glare at me.  I was going to try and get a tag number but the man was very intimidating.  The tag on the car was light blue and white.  It appeared to be a South Carolina tag.  There were bags and pillows in the back seat of the vehicle.
As my husband and I were getting ready to pull away from the pumps we noticed the champagne colored car slowly creeping around the back of the gas station, and right past our car.  The man was starring at us as they drove past our vehicle.  We pulled in behind them.  The man turned around with a wild look on his face and kept starring at us out of the back window.  They turned to their right, onto Highway 278, and we turned left.  I then asked my husband if he noticed anything strange about the car that was in front of us.  He stated yes, the guy in the back seat was acting very strange, trying to intimidate and acting like he was guilty of something, or paranoid.  He gave me a description of the woman, and the man.  When I told him about the child looking like Haleigh Cummings, my husband stated that the child was in the floor board of the car.  My husband stated that the car was approximately a 2000 model, 4 door Toyota, champagne in color.
We did not have a phone signal to call anyone, but I did write in a tip to America's Most Wanted.  The following morning, April 27, 2009, I called Americas Most Wanted to follow up with the tip. The young man who answered stated they had received the information, and had reported it to law enforcement that morning.
My husband and I have not received any calls from Law Enforcement concerning the tip that was reported to Americas Most Wanted, April 26, 2009, regarding the possible sighting of Haleigh Cummings.
After looking at some of the different forums that had a few pictures of Haleigh Cumming’s family members I came across the Haleighbug.net forum.  I communicated with the Administrator and a few of her research members and told them of the reports or tips I had called in.  I explained that my husband and I could possibly identify the people we had seen if we had some pictures to look at.  The administrator sent me some pictures of various people.  I identified one picture that resembles the older woman I saw at the Goodwill store on February 10, 2009. This photograph is included in Attachment 3.***

My husband and I identified a man in another picture that looked like the man we saw on April 26, 2009, at the store in Brunson, S.C.  The man we saw appeared to have short, dark brown hair, medium complexion, medium build, of average height and was approximately twenty-five to thirty years old.  He had on a cut off tee- shirt.  This photograph is included in Attachment 1.*

The child that was seen with the male and female in Brunson, South Carolina, on April 26, 2009, appeared to be Haleigh Cummings.  The child appeared to be approximately four to five years old, three and one half to four feet tall, weighed approximately forty pounds, and had long sandy, blonde curly hair.  Her hair appeared to be in a loose pony tail.  The child seemed happy and healthy.  She was appeared to be very talkative and comfortable with the woman that was with her.  If I could have gotten close enough to see a birth mark and eye color, I could have made a positive identification on this child as being Haleigh Cummings.
The woman that my husband and I saw on April 26, 2009, in Brunson, South Carolina, appeared to be of average height, small to medium frame, weighed approximately 125 lbs., light complected and had short, sandy blonde hair with strawberry blonde high lights.  Her hair appeared to be cut in a blunt style that came just below her chin.  There is one picture, my husband and I both thought could have been the woman we saw in Brunson, S.C.  This photograph is included in Attachment 2.**

I am attaching pictures that my husband and I have identified as being people we believe to have seen, or resemble the people we saw, in the incidents described above.  I am also sending a copy of the statements indicating who these people are, if known, in reference to the Cummings case.  The pictures and descriptions of the people were given to me by the Administrator of the Haleighbug.net forum.  The administrator and her research team are currently trying to find additional photographs of Haleigh Cumming’s family members and friends/associates of the family.  If I am able to provide additional information and/or images in regards to the two incidents I will contact you.  

I hope the information my husband and I have provided, may be found useful in this case, and will bring about a positive conclusion to the whereabouts of this child. Everything stated is true to the best of our knowledge.  A signed copy of this letter will be mailed to you on or about August 24, 2009.

This person above is:
Jeremiah Regan, 26 years of age.  He resides with his Father John Regan in Flagler Estates.  His father is a minister at a church in Hastings, Florida.  Jeremiah is from Long Island, NY and continues to use a phone number for a residence near Ft. Jefferson on Long Island, NY.  Has a brother named Michael Regan who resides in St. Augustine, Fl, and a step Mother, Donna Regan, who also lives in St. Augustine, Fl.

Jeremiah is linked with both Crystal Sheffield and her Mother Marie Griffis, as well her sister Sarah Sheffield.  He is also linked to the Haleighbug Center that was opened in mid March in Satsuma, Fl.
It is reported that he has had various levels of involvement with Kim Picazio, the prior attorney for Crystal Sheffield;  Cobra, the investigative bonds man from Ft. Lauderdale; and Art Harris, an investigative reporter. 
Another issue he is linked to is the search for Haleigh, held on March 22, 2009 in the San Mateo area.  It has been reported that items of interest were tampered with and the chain of evidence was corrupt.

Below are additional photographs of people who resemble the man my husband and I saw.  However, we both strongly agree that the man we saw appears to be the man in first photograph of Attachment 1.  This same photograph is also included in the photo collage below (bottom row, second photo from left.
